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Introduction

This course is a one semester course in the second year of B.A. (Hons) Degree in
French studies. It is a three credit course of twenty units. It intends to enable you
to understand the various register of French Language through the study and
analysis of documents such as French and Francophone newspaper artists as well
as tests on commercial, technical and literacy excerpts.

This course is a prelude to FRE321: Advanced Studies in French
Language Structure 1. It is very necessary for students because it enables
them to read, understand and answer questions orally and in written forms.
It gives them more insight and appreciation of various registers of French
Language. It enables them to read, listen and interpret passages in French
with their own words and expressions.



This course guide tells you briefly what the course is about and the course
materials you will use. It suggests some general guidelines for the amount
of time you are likely to spend on each unit of the course in order to
complete it successfully.

What You Will Learn In This Course

The main aim of FRE201: Understanding of various registers of French
Language through the study of passages, documents such as French and
francophone newspaper and literacy excerpts. You will also learn how to
interpret and express yourself orally and how to summarise documents by
using your own words and expressions.

The course is making you read, understand and interpret passages from various register
of French Language. This will be achieved:

Through reading of passages
Through listening to oral conversations

Note little difference in the aspects of intonation, pronunciation and
articulation between a native pure French speaker and a
francophone.

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Final Examination, Grading And Marking Scheme

The final examination for FRE201 will be in two parts oral and written
forms. The two will be marked over 60%.

The oral aspect will comprise reading and answering questions on the
passage read orally and they will be scored as follows:

Reading — pronunciation — 5 marks — observation of “liaison” 5
marks observation of “punctuations” 5 marks — total 15 marks.

Answering of questions — Examiners will ask at least 5 questions
based on the passage read and one general question that may or
may not be related to the passage. The general question will
allow students to express themselves freely. The five questions
will carry 10 marks while the general question will carry 5
marks - (Total 15 marks).

The written aspect of the examination will comprise a dictation
exercise or “‘exercices a trous” and a summary (résumé). The dictation
or “exercices a trous” will be over 15 marks and the résumé will also
be 15 marks.

Course Overview

There are 20 units in this course. You are to spend one week on each
unit. Assignment 1 will come at the end of unit 4, assignment 2 at the
end of unit 8, assignment 3 at the end of unit 12, assignment 4 at the

end of unit 16 and assignment 5 at the end unit 20.

How to Get the Most from This Course

The advantage of distance learning is that you can read and work
through specially designed study materials at your own space, and at
your convenient time and place. The course materials replace the
lecturer that stands before you in a face to face situation. Each of the
units has a common format. The first item is an introduction to the
subject matter of the unit.

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The main body starts with an oral or written passage in French and
explanations of keywords to make you understand the passages better.

The unit has also
taught you how to summarise and re-present the passage in your own
words in oral and written forms in French. By being able to reduce
the passage to fifteen (10) sentences and by being able to use your
own words to re-tell the story, you must have learnt a lot from the
unit.

1.0 INTRODUCTION

This third unit is a continuation of short stories on animals, birds and human
activities. Like in units one and two, (L’hyéne et le bouc and I’araignée et les
animaux) you will listen to a passage, read and answer gquestions on vocabulary
and comprehension on a short story about “Le liévre et la tortue”, (The Hare and
the Tortoise). The story relates one of the many cunny ways used by “LA
TORTUE”, to deceive and cheat other animals in folktales. This story tells us
how “la Tortue” played on the intelligence of “LeLiévre pigeon (the pigeon) by
using different intonations, to starve, punish and incriminate her very close friend
“le pigeon”. Tone represents an important aspect of most African languages.

The study of this unit will make you acquire more words and expressions related
to story telling. It will also give you greater insight and knowledge into the

character of birds and animals, which is not too different from that of human
beings.

Le 19 aolt, 7
autres décedent dans I’incendie d’un squat rue du Roi-
Doreé (3e). Toutes les victimes sont originaires d’Afrique
noire. Le ministre de I’intérieur, M. Nicolas Sarkozy,
annonce alors sa décision de procéder a un recensement et
de fermer « tous les immeubles insalubres et les squats
présumés dangereux » de la capitale. Trois jours plus
tard, sous I’eil des caméras, des dizaines de familles —
majoritairement africaines — sont délogées par les forces de
I’ordre de deux grands squats parisiens, siutés rue de la
Tombe-lIssoire (14€) et rue de la Fraternité (19¢). Elles
sont provisoirement relogées dans des hotels de la région
parisienne. Puis, le 16 septembre, une trentaine de
personnes sont elles aussi expulsées d’un squat de la rue de
Maroc (19¢), alors qu’une partie d’entre elles venaient de
se voir proposer un relogement.

Les images de cette éviction prétent a confusion : doit-elle
permettre de sauver des personnes vulnérables d’un
danger imminent, ou bien chasse-telle des individus
menacant la propriété et I’ordre public ? Les propos du
ministre de ’intérieur, insistant sur I’irrégularité des
occupants — alors méme qu’une mqjorité d’entre eux
dispose de titres de séjour — attisent encore les soupgons de
« parasitisme ».

Le terme « squatteur » désigne une personne sans logement qui
s’installe illégalement dans un local inoccupé. Etre squatteur n’est
pas un état : c’est une situation. Pour une trés grande majorité de
personnes, I’occupation illicite s’inscrit dans un parcours
résidentiel marqué par la précarité. Le squat fait suite a I’hotel
meublé, a I’hébergement chez des proches, a la location vétuste et
bon marché, a la rue parfois. Une partie des familles maliennes du
Roi-Doré avaient campé quai de la Gare, puis a Vincennes en
1991, pour protester contre leur expulsion de logement insalubres
: ¢’est dire s’il est difficile de s’extraire des circuits du mal-
logement. C’est donc bien, d’abord, dans une problématique de
I’exclusion du logement que doit s’inscrire la compréhension du
squat.

La parallele avec les bidonvilles qui s’étendaient a la périphérie
des villes pendant « les trente glorieuses », vient facilement a
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P’esprit. Le bidonville comme le squat sont les derniers échellons
de I’habitat précaire. Ils abrittent les plus pauvres, ceux qui
restent a la porte du logement social, qui n’ont méme pas de quoi
payer un hotel meublé, qui ne peuvent plus bénéficier des
solidarités familiales. Dans le baraques de Nanterre comme dans
les squats de Paris, on trouve avant tout des immigrants, pour la
plupart de « premiére génération ». La viey est difficile, sur les
plans matériel comme psychologique. Occuper un logement sans
titre, c’est habiter dans un environnement souvent insalubre,
privé d’eau, de chauffage et parfois d’électricité. C’est aussi
devoir supporter une cité.

C’est aussi devoir supporter une grande instabilité résidentielle,
vivre avec I’angoisse de se retrouver subitement a la rue. Les
bidonvilles avaient certes une espérance de vie plus longue que les
squats : beaucoup ont perduré pendant plusieurs décennies,
avant leur éradication au début des années 1970. Mais ils étaient
régulierement menaceés.
